	WHAT ARE MODULAR AND MANUFACTURED HOMES? 

	A modular home is constructed of standard building materials built off-site in a factory setting. Modular homes are built to the state/local building codes of the jurisdiction in which the home is going to be sited. These are the same building codes to which local builders must adhere. The typical modular home consists of two or more "modules" or boxes. Once built, these modules are transported to the home site where they are craned onto permanent foundations that have been already constructed. Once the components are set, the builder/dealer completes any remaining finish and exterior work prior to occupancy. 

	A manufactured home is built entirely in the factory under a federal building code administered by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), commonly called the "HUD Code." Manufactured homes may be single- or multi-section and are transported to the site and installed. The federal standards regulate manufactured housing design and construction, strength and durability, transportability, fire resistance, energy efficiency and quality. The HUD Code also sets performance standards for the heating, plumbing, air conditioning, thermal and electrical systems. It is the only federally-regulated national building code.  

Note: Under Vermont law “mobile home” and “manufactured housing” are used interchangeably.
